Key Programs & Activities
· Advocate – In addition to the state’s budget crisis, ATA was on the forefront of critical Arizona tourism issues from the “AIG-effect” to the impacts of statewide tourism boycotts. With a commissioned study that showed both the value of tourism to Arizona’s economic well-being as well as the dire results of cuts to tourism promotion, ATA was able to retain some funding for the Arizona Office of Tourism and will be working diligently with key lawmakers to restore full formula funding and address additional issues that face our industry. 
· Educate – ATA led a full force educational campaign at the Legislature last session and is currently reaching out to every Arizona candidate to gauge their opinions on our industry and to enlighten them on our economic benefits. The 2011 Legislative Session will feature a majority of new faces at the Capitol and provides our industry the opportunity to meet and educate those who can elevate the importance of tourism for our state.

· Unite – There has never been a more crucial time for a united industry voice. Despite industry challenges, ATA hosted our 6th Annual Arizona Tourism Unity Dinner in a new venue with great success. In addition we partnered to host another industry uniting event – the 30th Annual Arizona Governor’s Conference on Tourism. Moving forward, ATA will continue to have a strong presence and together with our partner industry organizations will provide the cohesiveness of a single industry message and approach.
